Among the many highlights 
was the stunning dress worn by Lady 
Macbeth, now on display at the Calav-
eras County Museum. This handcrafted 
masterpiece, created by Fourth Wall En-
tertainment's acclaimed Costumier, Lau-
ren Ramirez, is a testament to the art of

costume design. 
Crafting a Garment Fit for Royalty 
The creation of Lady Macbeth's dress 
was a collaborative effort involving the 
talents of actress Beth Brant, who played 
Lady Macbeth, and technical wizard Niki 
Trammel. Together, they worked with 
Lauren Ramirez to bring this vision to life. 
The base of the gown was ingeniously 
crafted from an old set of crocheted cur-
tains, which were painted a deep forest 
green to evoke the mysterious and regal 
aura of the character. 
The dress was further enhanced with ex-
quisite gold trim and accent pieces. How-
ever, the true pièce de résistance of this 
garment was the 
meticulous addi-
tion of over 100 
iridescent beetle 
wings, each 
painstakingly 
hand-sewn into 
place. The irides-
cence of the bee-
tle wings added 
an otherworldly 
shimmer to the 
dress, making it a 
breathtaking 
gown truly fit for a 
queen.

ting a precedent for combining natural ele-
ments with theatrical costume design.

The team dedicated six weeks to the con-
struction of this extraordinary gown, ensur-
ing it was ready for the opening night of 
Macbeth. Their dedication and creativity 
resulted in a dress that not only paid hom-
age to historic costume design but also 
stood out as a unique piece of art in its 
own right. 
This display at the Calaveras County Mu-
seum offers a rare opportunity to appreci-
ate the intricate craftsmanship and artistic 
vision that went into creating Lady Mac-
beth's dress. Visitors can marvel at the fu-
